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Since its installation in 1988, the majestic and
powerful coloured glass mural of the Risen Christ
has greeted everyone who has stepped into the
SJI chapel. This original artwork, a labour of love
by Singapore artist and architect, Mr Ng Kok
Hoe, stood in the panel behind the altar. Using
thick chunks of brilliantly coloured Dalle de
Verre glass, held together by epoxy, the artist
created a stunning mosaic that allowed for an
explosion of colour and light.

However, by the late 1990’s, pieces of the
Dalle glass were cracking and chipping
because of the sun’s heat. By the 150th
Anniversary in 2002, the epoxy holding the
glass pieces together had already hardened
and in contracting, sent chunks of glass
falling to the sanctuary floor. A portion of
the bigger panels began to sag forward
and were in danger of falling.

The school engaged the services of
Ms Koh Bee Liang and the original
commission given her was the restoration
of the mural. It was obvious when the

panels were taken down that many of the glass chunks had
fractured with time and would have to be replaced.

Furthermore, since epoxy has a limited lifespan, the panels
would have to be taken down and the epoxy replaced in
another 10 years or so.

The final decision was to replace the original work with a
near copy done in the traditional stained glass method. It
was to follow as closely as possible the original since this

window had already become
one of the major icons of the
School. However, since there
was to be a change in the
type of glass and method, no
exact imitation was possible. 

Ms Koh has tried to
incorporate all the major
features of the original work
and we leave it to those who
knew the previous mural well
to make their personal
judgement on the present
replacement.

In 2007, the school launched the SJI Scholarship to outstanding
pupils in Primary 6 who achieve a PSLE Score of 255 and above,
and who display excellent quality of mind, active participation in
co-curricular activities, positive personal qualities and outstanding
communication abilities. The scholarship is tenable for a period of
4 years, worth $2,400 a year, and will cover about 90% of the
school fees in SJI. 

In August 2007, 32 young Primary 6 students were awarded
scholarships and entry into SJI the following year. These boys were
selected from among 200 candidates after a rigorous selection
exercise at the school. They received their awards from one of SJI’s
old boys, Minister Mah Bow Tan at a ceremony on school grounds.

Brother President of SJI and SJI International, Brother Michael
Broughton said, “We are thankful to our sponsors for funding
these scholarships.  Because of their generosity, we are able to
bring bright students from different backgrounds, talents and abilities into
our school, thus adding to the diversity and richness of the learning
environment.”
